June 1799, From a young age his nurse taught him
all about Russian  folkiales and iraditions,
Alexander wasn't a good student, but he loved to
read and spent many hours in his {ather’s library.
He wrote his first poem at the age of 8§ and
published his first poem at 15,

His work was very different from the other
writers al the time and this oflen got him inlo
trouble with the wsar and the povernment.

Natalya Goneharova in 1831 he continued to write.
Millions of people consider his novel, Eugery
